Pos: John will have been working as a teacher for five years. 

Neg: John will not have been working as a teacher for five years. 

4) Had the children been playing outside for hours? 

Pos: The children had been playing outside for hours. 

Neg: The children had not been playing outside for hours. 

5) Had they been waiting in line for the concert since early morning? 

Pos: They had been waiting in line for the concert since early morning. 

Neg: They had not been waiting in line for the concert since early morning. 
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
