Neg: T had not been working on the project all day long.
Que: Had I been working on the project all day long?

4) Pos: He has been playing video games all day.
Neg: He has not been playing video games all day.

Que: Has he been playing video games all day?

5) Pos: It has been snowing continuously since yesterday.
Neg: It has not been snowing continuously since yesterday.

Que: Has it been snowing continuously since yesterday?
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
